A brand new challenge event, catering for both walkers and runners, from Calderdale Group’s new base of Mytholmroyd, near Hebden Bridge, provides a roller-coaster ride through the heart of the South Pennines as it explores the history and scenic beauty of this unique region. The two routes of 22mls and 14.5mls incorporate the best of the long-standing Hebden Valleys Heritage walk.  The demanding long route weaves its way across the secluded valleys of Hardcastle Crags, Colden Clough, Jumble Hole Clough and Crag Vale to give over 4,000’ of climbing  - all in all a great winter challenge to get you fit for the New Year.   The shorter walk is a less demanding circuit but still follows a rollercoaster of ups and downs. Both routes will follow the paths and tracks linking the four valleys, many having been used by packhorse and traveller in days gone by. High-level wilderness has been avoided, with barely a scant mile of open moorland. A special limited edition embroidered badge is for sale, all proceeds going to charity.
